T h is  descrip tive -co rre la tiona l s tudy de term ined the w ho le  person deve lopm en t (W PD ) 

s ta tus  o f s tuden ts  in fo u r un ivers ities in Iloilo, Ph ilipp ines in te rm s o f socia l, sp iritua l, 

psycho log ica l, in te llectua l, professional, and physical dom ains. N ine hundred tw en ty-s ix  

(926) sen io r h igh school s tudents enro lled in second sem ester o f School Y ear 2017-2018 

in fo u r un ivers ities  in Iloilo w ere random ly se lected to provide inform ation on the  s ta tus o f 

th e ir W P D  using a standard ized questionnaire. Findings revealed tha t generally, s tuden ts 

in these  fo u r un ivers ities have high status o f W PD, and am ong the six W PD  dom ains, 

sp iritua l ranked the  h ighest w hile  psychological the lowest. Sub-dom ains tha t w ere  rated 

the  g rea test are sp iritual quest, peer relationship, and fam ily relation while those rated the 

least are em otional health, com m unity care, and civic responsibility which suggests that 

s tudents need m ore help in these areas. Academ ic achievem ent, gender, num ber o f 

extra /co-curricu iar/ou treach activities the students are involved in, nature o f extra/co- 

curricu lar/ou treach activities the students are engaged in, and availm ent o f peer counseling 

service w ere  found to be significantly related to overall status o f the WPD; religious 

affilia tion to  inte llectual and physical domains; living arrangem ent to spiritual and 

inte llectua l dom ains; gender to physical domain; type o f university the students are enrolled 

in to social and physical domains; number o f extra/co-curricular/outreach activities to all the 

dom ains except psychological; nature of extra/co-curricular/outreach activities to spiritual 

and psychological domains; and availment o f peer counseling service to social, 

professional, and physical domains. A  combination o f gender, academic achievement,
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number of extra/co-curricular/outreach activities, nature of extra/co-curricular/outreach 

activities, and availment of peer counselling service were found to be significant predictors 

of the whole person development status and among these variables, the nature of 

activities participated in by the students was the strongest predictor of the status of the 

WPD, with 0.159 unit increase in WPD in every unit increase in the nature of activities 

engaged in.
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
